Complaints: None.

Information / communication during the tournament:

Visible clock projected from a computer on two pull-down screens. A gong clearly informs players
of the start and the end of sessions. Ranking up to date between each session, printed and taped
to the wall in the playing room.

Sessions: Excellent playing atmosphere, FFF (Fair-play, Friendly and Fun).

Catering: Snacks, coffee and water between sessions (free), as well as beer and soft drinks (sold
at cost). Lunch on all three days at a Chinese restaurant just across the street.

Prizes: Trophies for individual ranking (15, 2", 3'9), teams (1%, 2"9, 3'9) and the best Danish
player.

Conclusion: A very well organized tournament, par for the course for the Danish. Copenhagen
remains a highly recommended tournament location.
