Location: Gasthof am Markt, Hauptstraße 53, 26188 Edewecht. A nicely located venue with 
plenty of parking space. 
 
Equipment: We played with the widely known tables and games. 
 
Refereeing: Manuel Kameda-Schlich and Axel Eschenburg were playing referees.  
 
Complaints: The time registration caused some problems in the beginning. The check whether all 
tables were ready to start can be more careful. 
 
Information / communication during the tournament: 
Visible clock projected from a computer on a wall. A gong clearly informs players of the start and 
the end of sessions. Ranking up to date between each session, printed and posted on walls. 
 
Sessions: Excellent playing atmosphere, FFF (Fair-play, Friendly and Fun). 
 
Catering: Lunch in the same place (sandwiches and soup), drinks and others. Because of the 
20th anniversary of the German federation, a free dinner was offered. With a speech, the local 
mayor opened the buffet. As usual the food was very tasty. 
 
Prizes: Trophies for individual ranking (1st, 2nd and 3rd), three extra prizes for special hands and 
one for 20th place. (Due to 20th anniversary)
